
 One of my main tasks is to program KRSA to 
impact people’s lives.  I just finished overseeing my first 
adjustment to our programming line-up.  One may ask, 
“why make programming changes if everything was 
running okay?”.  Well, here are some answers to that 
question.  
 First, some changes are forced on you.  This fall 
Moody Broadcasting changed the time they sent “Sounds 
of Majesty” down the satellite.  That new time did not fit 
our line-up, so now we are airing  praise and worship 
music at 7 pm.   
 Second, some changes are made because after time 
you realize a current programs doesn’t fit the goal of the station.  We were airing a Christian news talk 
program which our listeners enjoyed.  However, we realized this program was setting a poor example on 
how followers of Jesus should discuss political issues.  The host of this show is a sincere person but could 
come across as smug.  This host also shut down callers who she disagreed with instead of discussing their 
issues with them.  This is not the example we want to set for how followers of Jesus talk about politics.   In 
it’s place we picked up “Bill Bennett’s Morning in America”.  While this is a “general market” program, 
Bill Bennett’s Christian beliefs do come across.  He explains his political views with intelligence and clarity 
while treating the opposition with respect.   It is our hope that this program will draw in new listeners, some 
of whom may not know why Jesus is so important.  
 Finally, some changes come when a you find a program that fills an unmet need.  When I heard 
about John Piper’s new program, “Desiring God”, I knew we needed to air it.  He is an excellent Bible 
teacher, and his program’s emphasis makes a good addition to KRSA… “God is most glorified in us when 
we are most satisfied in Him”.       
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 The summer went by fast.   Scott Hill, our engineer, arrived safely with his wife 
(Sara Beth) and son ( Matthew).  Alison and Megan, our interns for the summer, were 
an amazing help as well as being a whole lot of fun.  Things went smoothly while 
Andy,  (station manager) was on home service.  He and his family returned safely.   
 Our time at the Southeast State Fair in Haines was very profitable.  We 
connected with many of our listeners and met some people who were not familiar with 
KRSA.  Please be praying for Haines Alaska.  The economy is struggling and the 
believers there are hurting.  There is a strong “New Age/ environmentalist” group there 
who are very anti-Christian.
