In a big leap of faith we are searching for a full time 
President to really push the NLN expansion.  Pray that God will guide all of us at every step.  Do you know 
that YOU CAN HELP?

 Something old...we had applied for a 
grant to finish off our studio upgrade project.  
Something new...our proposal was accepted!!!!    
We are looking to finish the upgrade project 
which was started many years ago.  We already 
purchased a new transmitter and a backup 
power supply at a good cost.  We are now 
going to bring the station into the 21st century.  
We will receive $70,000 soon from the Murdock Charitable Trust.  The 
last $20,000 we would get is from a matching grant.  We will receive that 
money if we are able to raise $20,000 during our fall Shar-athon.  This 
money will allow us to do more with less people, and stay on the air (no 
crashing computers).  All five operating systems at KRSA will be 
replaced...studio consoles, automation, music scheduling, billing, and the 
office PC network.  
 One added benefit to this upgrade is that it will make us ready for 
the inevitable digital conversion.  Experts predict that all American radio 
stations will have to go to an all digital broadcast system within the next 8 
to 10 years.  When that time comes, all we will need is a digital plug-in 
component for the transmitter.   
 Pray that we have wisdom in our purchases.  Pray that God will 
bring us good deals because radio station equipment is much more 
expensive then you think.
